4. Obtain and include a personal letter of recommendation from a non-relative.  Letter must indicate relationship to applicant.

5. Enclose letter of acceptance from the institution you are planning to attend.

6. Include an official high school transcript.

7. Place all of the above materials in a large envelope and send or deliver to the Ellsworth Farmers Exchange PO Box 98, 6509 Center St. Ellsworth, MI 49729, Attn: Tim Underwood.

The scholarship is a one-time sum that will be paid upon proof of a successful first semester of college (Fall 2011).  The Scholarship Committee will select the recipients from all applications received by 5:00 p.m. April 25, 2011.  Late or incomplete submissions will not be considered.  The recipients will be notified by May 6, 2011.
